In 2024, we conducted three music therapy 
sessions together with the Kyiv Classic 
Orchestra under the direction of UNESCO 
Artist for Peace Herman Makarenko.

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During the sessions, the children not only listened 
to music, but also drew and performed movement 
exercises under the guidance of psychologists, 
which helped them regain a sense of security and 
control over their world.




It has been scientifically proven that music 
therapy reduces anxiety levels, develops 
emotional intelligence, and helps express 
emotions.

Thanks to live classical music, children were able to feel 
emotional support, find inner peace, and express their 
feelings through creativity.

Bread therapy
In 2024, we implemented a pilot project «Art Therapy with 
the Aroma of Bread» for teachers to support educators 
who shape the future of Ukraine every day, working in 
conditions of stress and instability.

Psychological support 
to teachers

The first master class was held on December 25 for 40 
teachers of Kyiv Specialized School No. 49.
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We are pleased to present this effective methodology to 
Ukrainian educators as a way to preserve internal resources.

Bread is not just food, but a symbol of warmth, 
unity, and renewal, which is especially important 
in difficult times.

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For the second year in a row, on St. Nicholas Day, 
together with the Shevchenkivskyi Regional State 
Administration and the Kyiv National Academic 
Molodyy Theatre, we created a Christmas fairy tale 
for 104 children whose parents defend our country.

In April and June 2024, we held two-day training 
workshops for over 50 families of missing, 
captured, and deceased servicemen.

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Thanks to the financial support of our 
charitable foundation, the NGO "LAGERTA" 
was able to implement a project for the 
families of missing persons, prisoners of war, 
and deceased soldiers.

Main goal
To help participants find inner strength, 
release pent-up emotions, and restore their 
resourcefulness through work with body-
oriented practices, creative activities, and 
contact with nature.

Assistance to individuals and IDPs

The Volkov family, displaced people from Donetsk 
region, received household appliances from us, 
including a gas stove, refrigerator, washing machine 
and a laptop for Yulia Volkova's son.



The family of Lada and Yevheniy from Mykulychyn 
(Kyiv region), who are raising 15 children, received a 
solar hybrid power plant to provide heat in the winter 
and furniture.
